Abstract

Social workers today have to understand and use a range of social
work methods instead of just one or two. General systems theory
can help social workers to organize and integrate a multitude of per-
spectives and methodological approaches that may be used in at-
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tempts to achieve change of various kinds. Through the multiplicity
of systems, a wide range of potential targets for intervention is
made possible—referred to as “target systems” where a social
worker can intervene in a given situation. A point of influence and
connection between systems theory and social work can be found in
family therapy, which has developed alongside social work, drawing
some social workers in but becoming a different form of therapeu-
tic practice.
