The lastyears great emphasis is given in measuring
quality of life of different health conditions. Especially,
the effort in developing the indicators of quality of
health which is related with the postpartum, has already
started.

The reason for the further investigation, is that the
postpartum morbidity is definitely affecting the quality
of life of women regarding the type of the delivery,
caesarean section - normal delivery. However the
literature review has shown that there are not many
published studies which are focused exclusively in
measuring the quality of life postpartum.
