The Sudden Infant Death Syndrome (SIDS) is pre-
sented unexpectedly and offends obviously healthy in-
fants. The prevailing affair for its explanation is a likely
developmental immaturity of the brainstem.

Despite the crowd of researches for SIDS, still
hasn't been found an effective way of its prevention.
This disappointing result enlarges more inquisitively
the concern round the syndrome. A number of dan-
ger factors that correlate with SIDS though, have been
successfully reported. The intense activity of the Amer-
ican Academy of Paediatrics (AAP), had achieved to
form the directives that can assist in the reduction of
danger factors, while the “Back to Sleep Campaign"
is proved astonishingly successful. Further more, the
knowledge and the attitude of parents and health pro-
fessionals, have a significant role towards issues that
concern the SIDS.

The aim of this article is to record and further anal-
yse the facts that impose particular interest for re-
search on the SIDS syndrome. The comprehension
of danger factors for SIDS and the proceeding of its
reduction may support Midwives on their profession-
al activities.
