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ABSTRACT
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Breastfeeding is the natural way to feed infants and
young children. Exclusive breastfeeding for the first
six months of life ensures optimal growth, develop-
ment and health. After that, the proper nutrition in-
cludes breastfeeding, with appropriate complemen-
tary foods. Low rates and early cessation of breast-
feeding have important adverse health, social and
economic effects.

The “Ten Steps to Successful Breastfeeding” are
the foundation of the WHO/UNICEF “Baby Friendly
Hospital Initiative” (BFHI). They summarize the ma-
ternity practices necessary to support breastfeeding.
Adoption of each of the 10steps has been associated
with increased breastfeeding initiation and duration
rates. Every facility providing maternity services and
care for newborn infants should:

1 Have a written breastfeeding policy that is rou-

tinely communicated to all health care staff.
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2. Train all health care staff in skills necessary to

implement this policy.
