ABSTRACT

Paraskevi Volaki, Stella Paliatsiou: Research for the
investigation of father’s role in Breastfeeging.

Purpose: The present study aims to investigate
the knowledge, beliefs and attitude of father in
reference to breastfeeding as they are expressed in
today’s Greek community during the first days after
their child is born.

Material and Method: The research was carried out
at a state university obstetric clinic including a sample
of 100 fathers, whose wives have delivered their baby
from July till August 2005. The method of collecting
the data was an original self-registered questionnaire.
The participation to the research was anonymous and
not obligatory.

Results: The results of the research showed that
the participants although they have mentioned that
they were informed about breastfeeding, theyignored
some of the most important guiding principles
for breastfeeding achievement. Their information
for breastfeeding was collected from books and
magazines rather than from health professionals. Their
knowledge about the benefits of breastfeeding to the
mother and her child were insufficientaccording to the
study. It was importantly accepted from the majority
or the participants of the present research that their
personal support and the encouragement to their
partners as they were paying an effort to breastfeed
their newborn babies was considered to be very
important and useful. However the percentages of
fathers that they mentioned that they were against
of the seeing their partner breastfeeding in public
was grate enough; this is a fact that has to make us
think to what extend breastfeeding is acceptable from
Greek community as a human write of every Mother
and every child.

Conclusion: Health professionals are responsible
to inform the couple about breastfeeding and to
encourage the participation of the male partner to
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the whole process off care-giving and support of his
female partner as far breastfeeding is concerned.
Breastfeeding education and counseling has to be
further organized from executive care-givers and to
be referred also to the partner, who can facilitate,
empower, and encourage his female partner at the
postpartum period and can also contribute as the
‘important other person” in the consolidation of
breastfeeding.

The crucial role of the female partner and father at
breastfeeding success needs to be underlined and
has to be used for breastfeeding promotion.
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
